balance of this space between discipline and resistance.

38 Emotion  Class and Journalistic Professionalism: Rethinking the Discourse of Public

Communication Crisis in the United States

Under the cover of traditional journalistic professionalism the public communication crisis in the United
States since the 1980s is mainly attributed to these: cynicism of political reports media differentiation and
their complex consequences. This paper sorts out the discourses of the crisis and argues that in the context of
the collapse of political consensus and the serious class division brought by the neoliberal movement the real
root of the crisis lies in the fact that the objectivity principle isolates the position of emotion in truth
narrative and the journalistic professional ideology dispels the working class discourse with the general concept
of public service. Accepting and emphasizing the position of emotional labor in public communication and
realizing public service through policy regulation to accept the working class majority in society these are the

two main points that journalistic professionalism needs to be improved currently from theory to practice.

57 An Exploration of Communication Research’ s Traveling in the Chinese-speaking World:

Examining the Chinese Translation for the Concept of Communication

This paper explores how communication research traveled from the United States to the Chinese-speaking
world through an analysis of the Chinese translation of communication. Based on an examination of
communication—related academic journals textbooks and universities in Taiwan Hongkong and
mainland China from the 1950s to 1990s this paper finds that ( 1) communication research was
introduced in Taiwan in the 1950s and 60s and chuanbo began to replace jiaotong as the translation for
communication. Furthermore communication research transferred from sociology to journalism. (2)
Communication research began to develop in Hong Kong in the 1970s. Although new translations such as
chuan chuanli chuanxue were advocated chuanbo was still the dominant translation in Hong Kong.
Meanwhile academia in Taiwan and Hong Kong began to cooperate to work on the localization of
communication research under the framework of chuan. (3) At the end of the 1970s communication
research was introduced to mainland China with through the bridge of Hong Kong. Chuanbo was accepted
with heated debate. This paper also argues that official and semi-official institutions have played crucial roles

both in the United States’ exportation and Chinese-speaking world’ s importation of communication research.
