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information technology the originally effective principle of informed consent has continuously fallen
into the quagmire of powerlessness. Looking at the whole process of informed consent practice the
imbalance of the “informed ” link the failure of the “consent” link and the unknown
“implementation” link makes the principle of informed consent The application of the principle of
informed consent in the field of personal privacy protection has been questioned. In the face of this
imbalance it is imperative to make necessary amendments to the principle of informed consent and
reverse its ineffectiveness and decline in the protection of personal privacy. A more scientific and
balanced conception of informed consent is needed for effective personal privacy protection and
exploring a truly informed approach establishing a negotiable consent mechanism and improving the

accountability and evaluation system in the implementation process may be feasible solutions.

86 * State Market and Media Beliefs: Nordic Press System Change Since the 1970s

This article analyzes the formation and evolution of the Nordic press system since the 1970s from the
perspective of new institutionalism. It argues that the party press tradition stimulates direct state
intervention policies in newspaper industry market interests lead to independent newspapers and the
mutual penetration of the state and the market keeps independent newspapers politically parallel. Media
beliefs based on Nordic institutional ideology legitimizes state intervention and newspapers’ political
parallelism. The roots of the Nordic press system lie in the special stateness of Nordic countries and the
positive relationship between the state and society. The homogeneous historical and cultural environment
and the high cultural barriers to cross-national communication are its internal and external conditions.

Globalization and new technologies will bring uncertainty to long-term development of the system.

106 = A Study on the Influencing Factors and Mechanism of the Spread of European Focus Events in
China A Qualitative Comparative Analysis of Fuzzy Sets Based on 30 European Focus Events

In this paper 30 European focus events from 2012 to 2019 are taken as the research objects and the
key factors and mechanism that affect the popularity of such events are explored using qualitative
comparative analysis ( QCA) . Based on the event-ecommunication framework this paper analyzes the
main influencing factors and their combination paths of European focus events in China from two
dimensions of communication attribute and event attribute. Results show that the factors of
communication attribute dimension play a decisive role in whether these events can achieve high
communication popularity in China. The corresponding influencing factors of event attributes have
different impacts on different types of events. Therefore it is necessary to face up to the important role
of other models in obtaining popularity in cross—cultural communication and implement different

communication strategies according to cultural distance and event types.
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
